 A doctoral degree obtained in the last three years. Under exceptional circumstances 
consideration will be given to candidates who qualified in the last five years; 

 Age less than 45 years at the closing date for applications; 
 Citizen of an African country; 
 Based at the Pietermaritzburg campus at UKZN for the duration of the scholarship. 

 
Requirements 
 

 The completed application for postdoctoral scholarship form; 
 

 A full curriculum vitae, including a list of publications; 
  

 A proposal setting out what research will be undertaken during the scholarship must be 
provided. This must fall within the fields of Francophone African literature or French 
language/literature in an African context.
